We 

want to reach loving Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى) with all our 

heart and to do all that He loves. It is not about 

doing what I like or do not like, but to do what He 

loves. 

o The journey of love is the journey of (lamd). We 

come to these days with nothing in our mind, but 

we ask Allah ( وتعالى  to teach us, guide us (سبحانه 

and inspire us.  

o We want to attain the love of Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى), 

and surely He will guide us to it. And each good 

deed performed in this time is loved by Allah 
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وتعالى )  so today’s class is loved by Allah ,(سبحانه

o If we did not know we entered the ten days of Dhul 

Hijjah, then we will feel yesterday is like today.  

o We all want to be attached to Allah (سبحانه وتعالى)

o For each condition there is nurturing that comes 

with it. And this nurturing is to push away from our 

desires until we love Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى) purely.  

o And notice for the ten days of Dhul Hijjah, there is 

the slaughter of the sacrifice and there is the 

throwing of the stones. This shows to overcome our 

desire is greater than just throwing stones at the 

devil.   
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Conditions 1 to 4 are more outer: 
 

1.  KNOWLEDGE WHICH BANISHES IGNORANCE  

o Knowledge ( العلم): to know Who is Allah ( سبحانه

 We cannot love someone without knowing .(وتعالى 

them first.  

 

2.  CERTA INTY WHICH BANISHES DOUBTS  
 

o Certainty (اليقين): we not only need to know Allah 

 .but we need to be certain of Him ,(سبحانه وتعالى )

And He will nurture us so that we have certainty.  

 

3.  ACCEPTANCE WHICH BANISHES REJECTION  
 

o Acceptance (القبول): to accept there is no one 

worthy of worship except Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى). Some 

people are certain of Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى), but they 
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reject Him. For example, Firaoun knew and was 

certain of (لا إله الا الله), but he did rejected it due to 

his arrogance.  

 

4.  SUBMISSION WHICH BANISHES LEAVING  
 

o Submission (الإنقياد): we should be obedient and not 

rebellious. And what stops us from submitting? 

Because there is something bigger in our life. For 

example, Iblis knew everything, but did not submit 

to the command of Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى). 

Conditions 5 to 7 are inner-feelings 

 

5.  TRUTHFULNESS WHICH BANISHES LY ING  
 

o Truthfulness (الصدق): this is to free the nafs from 

hypocrisy because someone may do something 
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from the outside, but inside they are not truthful in 

their intentions.   

 

6.  S INCERITY WHICH BANISHES ASSOCIATION  
 

o Sincerity (الإخلاص): sincerity to Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى) is 

also one of the conditions for our deeds to be 

accepted. What is the difference between 

truthfulness and sincerity?  

o Before we perform a deed, we need to be truthful 

in doing it because we believe in Allah ( سبحانه

 and love Him. And sincerity is to be sincere (وتعالى 

in our intentions while performing the deed. For 

example, we can be praised or dispraised while 

performing a deed which can cause our intention 

to change, so we need to purify it and make it 

sincere for Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى).  
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o We are guests of Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى) in these days, 

and we want to be a good, truthful and a sincere 

guest because Allah ( وتعالى  looks at our (سبحانه 

hearts.

in the past or our achievements. We will only see 

the love. 

 

7.  LOVE WHICH BANISHES HATE  
 

o The final condition of (الله الا  إله   is love of Allah (لا 

 And all the previous conditions are .(سبحانه وتعالى )

based on respect and magnification first, and then 

there is love.  

o There cannot be a solid relationship that jumps 

straight to love without respect, otherwise we will 

underestimate and look down at the other.  

o If we truly want to respect Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى) then 

we should not magnify anything else besides Him. 

We want to always remember Him and this frees us 

from our desires.  
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o The opposite of love is hate – someone can reach 

sincerity to Allah ( وتعالى  ,but they hate it ,(سبحانه 

astaghfar Allah. And anyone who hates then it will 

nullify his deeds. 
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That is because they disliked what Allah revealed, 

so He rendered worthless their deeds. 
 

o Sometimes a person can be doing something, but 

they hate it. Every condition is important and with 

each condition there is something that we leave 

behind by overcoming our nafs. 

o The journey to Allah ( وتعالى  is a journey of (سبحانه 

love, but to reach this, we need every condition. In 

order for our heart to truly love Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى), 

we have to truly magnify Him and not something 

else. 
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o How can we love someone we do not know? And 

the more we know Allah ( وتعالى  the more ,(سبحانه 

we will love Him, and to love all that He loves.  

o When we love then we will fly to Allah ( سبحانه وتعالى); 

we will not look at ourselves or what we do.  

o It is a journey of feelings, but if we have wrong 

feelings and wrong emotions then it is because we 

have magnified something else.  

o We do not want to be someone who is sad, 

depressed and harsh during hajj. We want to be 

someone soft, gentle and smiling.  

o The journey of (الا الله إله  سبحانه ) is to love Allah (لا
